Shared Service with Sundridge Strong Fire Department




Bill Russell advised that he was told that the CAEDA will be discussing a 


Shared Services Agreement.  The Agreement would include fire services 


between the Sundridge Strong Fire Department and South River Machar 


Fire Department, as South River Machar Fire Department need a Tanker 


and eventually Sundridge Strong will need to replace their pumper.




Risto Maki advised that the way the department is set up now they need 


mutual aid just have a operational fire department.  If South River Machar 


Fire Department depends on Sundridge Strong Fire Department’s Tanker 


then South River Machar Fire Department could not participate in the 


Mutual Aid Agreement, the Automatic Aid Agreement, and the Joly 


Agreement.  




Risto Maki also presented Fire Fighter Guidance Notes from the Ministry 


of Labour for the Committee’s review, Note #6-10, #6-25, and #6-26.  



Risto Maki advised that without a Tanker then the insurance rates of the 


residences of Machar and some of South River would increase 30%.




Jeffrey Dickerson and Ron McLaren suggest that all options be looked 


into, including the Shared Services agreement.

Replacement Tanker




Bill Russell put a motion on the table regarding the tanker and requested a 


recorded vote.

Tankers are one of the most important units in a fire department, especially when 
your protection zone has an area not services with a pressurized municipal water 
supply.




Whereas the South River – Machar Fire Committee recommended to Council to 
declare the 1985 Tanker as surplus and disposed of as per municipal policy on  
April 22, 2013. 



2013-26; and 



Whereas the South River – Machar Fire Committee authorized the  Fire Chief to 
arrange for the 1983 Tanker to be loaned from the Magnetawan Fire Department 
on  April 22, 2013; and 



Whereas That the South River –  Machar Fire Committee recommended to 
Councils that an RFP be prepared and circulated through the usual channels for a 
used replacement Fire Tanker; and  



Whereas an RFP was circulated for a used replacement Tanker for the fire 
department and no suitable Tankers were submitted and  the South River – 
Machar Fire Committee recommended to the owner municipalities to proceed 
with the immediate plan to Tender for a suitable replacement Tanker for the South 
River – Machar Fire Department.  The submissions were opened on August 2013; 
and 



Whereas the bidding on a 1993 Tanker from London was unsuccessful, November 
2013; and 



Whereas the 1983 Tanker on Loan from Magnetawan can be recalled at any time 
by the Magnetawan Fire Department after giving 2 weeks’ notice as outlined in 
section 4 A of the Loan Agreement; and 



Whereas the repairs to the 1983 Tanker on loan from the Magnetawan Fire 
Department are the responsibility of the South River - Machar Fire Department 
and to date has cost $2930 in repairs; and 



Whereas all revenue generated from the Tanker is paid  to Magnetawan Fire 
Department as per Part 3 of the Loan agreement, to date $6560 has been paid for 
the use of the Magnetawan Tanker; and 



Whereas the Province of Ontario Mutual Aid Plan requires a fire department to 
have adequate resources to handle the needs and circumstances of their 
jurisdiction; and 



Whereas not having  a Fire Tanker may result in a reduction in 
Fire Insurance 
rating resulting in a significant increase in Fire Insurance  premiums in our 
municipalities; and


Whereas the fire department requires a Tanker Apparatus to fulfill its roles in fire 
protection agreements with the Township of Joly and the MNR; and 


Whereas the section 21 of the Occupational Health and Safety Act identifies the 
dangers and risks with retrofitting non-fire apparatus for fire tankers; and 


Whereas the Village of South River and the Township of Machar Councils 
approved a budget of up to 150000 dollars for a used Fire Tanker Apparatus; and 


Whereas the Village of South River and the Township of Machar Councils 
declined to purchase a used Fire Tanker as presented at the  regular council 
meetings on May 26, 2014; and 


Whereas there is no process, approved by both councils, that identifies which 
individuals have the authority to commit to a purchase within the approve budget; 



and 


Whereas the loaner Tanker was only meant to be a short term intern solution and 
is a financial liability and is an ongoing safety concern; and


Whereas the process to find and to purchase a used Fire Tanker apparatus has 
been both frustrating and unsuccessful and the need for a Fire Tanker apparatus is 
immediate. 


Therefore be it resolved that the South River Machar Fire Committee does here 
by recommend to the owner municipalities, individually and jointly, to 
immediately prepare and send out a Request for Proposal for a  Fire Tanker 
apparatus with  a minimum 1500 gallon capacity to meet the Fire Departments 
immediate needs.
