This guideline applies to all firefighting personnel and allied agencies working with
South River Machar Fire Department during the incident or training exercise.

Procedure

3:01
When possible search and rescue teams should consist of 3 firefighters.
3:02
All search and rescue teams will be assigned a Team Commander and be identified by task.  For example Search Team 1
3:03
All search and rescue teams will establish radio communications with Accountability and Incident Command prior to entering building.
4:00
Search and Rescue

4:01
Search and Rescue teams are to take a charged line with them when it is feasible. 
4:02
Team Command always stays behind the Rescuers and takes the nozzle from the rescuers while they search each room.  The team commander stays in the entrance to the room and maintains communication with the rescuers verbally and Incident Command via radio 

4:03
Team commander will coordinate the search ex. left or right, together or split teams depending on the room.
4:04
Firefighters will exit hazardous situations as a team, if the team consisted of 4 or more firefighters they may exit in pairs.  
5:00
Victim Removal


5:01
After locating the victim, removal will be conducted in the appropriate manner:

· use recognized drags
· protect the victim from further injury

· place the victims in responsible custody after their removal

It is the responsibility of all Firefighter’s involved to ensure that they adhere to this guideline in its entirety. 
6:02
It is the responsibility of the Commander’s to ensure the guideline is adhered to in its entirety.
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
