To ensure that firefighters, citizens and property are not at risk while fire apparatus is responding to low priority calls.

Scope

This guideline applies to all firefighting personnel and allied agencies working with
South River Machar Fire Department during the incident or training exercise.
3:00
Procedure
3:01
Whenever a fire apparatus is responding to a low priority non-emergency call for service the emergency lights and sirens system are not to be utilized.  
3:02
Whenever a fire apparatus is responding to a low priority non-emergency call for service the apparatus should not be operated over the posted speed limit and the driver must follow the rules of the road as defined in the Highway Traffic Act.    
3:03
Vehicles will be backed up in accordance with S.O.G. 1:002

3:04
Right-of-way must be given to school buses when the red bus signals are flashing.

3:05
When operating pumpers, tankers or pump/tankers the vehicle may not be operated with partial loads of water at any time.  Water tanks must be either completely filled or completely empty when operating the apparatus on any road.

3:06
All drivers of South River Machar Fire Department vehicles will be polite and courteous to other motorists. Aggressive driving or disrespectful behaviour will not be tolerated. 

4:00
License Requirements
4:01
Firefighters operating municipally owned vehicles must possess the appropriate class of Ontario Driver’s License for the vehicle being operated.

4:02
During driver training for license requirements the driver must be accompanied by an appropriately licensed driver sitting in the front passengers seat.

5:00
Non-Emergency Responses



5:01
The following calls would be considered non-emergency low priority responses:

· Dedicated stand by at neighboring fire hall

· CO alarm activation when confirmed everyone has evacuated home and there are no symptoms or odors detected.
· Any call where there is a firefighter from the South River Machar Fire Department on scene that reports back to dispatch that high priority emergency response is not required.

Responsibility

It is the responsibility of all Firefighter’s involved in the emergency or training exercise to ensure this guideline is followed in its entirety.
6:02
It is the responsibility of the Commander’s to ensure the guideline is adhered to in its entirety.
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
