When a diesel engine has been started or running in the garage area of the fire hall the garage door must be left fully open for a period of time no less than 5 minutes after the engine has been shut down or the apparatus has left the garage area.
3:02
When more than one diesel engine has been started or running in the garage area of the fire hall all of the garage doors must be left fully open for a period of time no less than 10 minutes after the engine has been shut down or the apparatus has left the garage area.
3:03
All doors leading to the office and crew area, washrooms, compressor room and the furnace room must be closed prior to and after starting the diesel engine(s).  

3:04
 Access to the garage area should be restricted to essential activities only immediately after a diesel engine has been running in the garage area and while it is being ventilated
