This guideline applies to all firefighting personnel and allied agencies working with
South River Machar Fire Department during the incident or training exercise.

Response


3:01
Pump 3 followed by Pump 4 and Rescue 2 shall respond to all vehicle fires.

3:02
Pump 4 and Rescue 2 should be positioned in a manor to protect firefighters fighting the fire from vehicle traffic in accordance with SOG 3:015.

4:00
Procedure
4:01
All firefighters assigned to an attack role or forcible entry role while the vehicle is on fire, was on fire or is likely to become on fire MUST wear full bunker gear including balaclava, helmet, structural firefighting gloves and SCBA
4:02
Firefighters attacking the fire must position themselves to the sides or corners of the vehicle, never directly in front or behind the vehicle that is on fire.  
4:03
Traffic should be stopped in all directions on 2 way roads and in 1 direction on divided highways until the fire is completely extinguished.
4:04
Whenever possible vehicle fires should be attacked from the upwind and uphill side. 
4:05
A minimum flow of 150 gpm should be utilized with a back up line deployed as soon as feasible.

4:06
As soon as possible the wheels of the vehicle on fire should be chocked to prevent he vehicle from moving forward or backward.
