To provide a means of accounting for all personal and their function on the fire ground and assist in maintaining the span of control.

Scope

This guideline applies to all firefighting personnel and allied agencies working with
South River Machar Fire Department during an incident or training exercise.
3:00
Procedure

3:01
All firefighters must place 1 of their ID tags to the vehicles accountability board while operating or riding in the vehicle.
3:02
The driver of the vehicle is responsible for placing the vehicles accountability board on the Master accountability board in the appropriate place immediately upon arriving on scene. 
3:03
Firefighters arriving late must tag in on the master accountability board prior to being assigned any role on the fire ground.

3:04
The driver of the first arriving Pumper or Rescue vehicle will be responsible for setting up the master accountability board.

3:05
The driver of the first arriving Pumper or Rescue will assume the role of Accountability until otherwise directed by the incident commander.

3:06
Firefighters assigned to Accountability will conduct PAR (Personal Accountability Reports) at least every 10 minutes in consultation with the Incident Commander. 
3:07
Dispatch shall radio the incident commander with every 5 minutes and identify to the Incident Commander the total time on scene,  ex IC total time on scene is 1 5 minutes, Team 1 has been on air for 1 0 minutes.

4:00
Entry Control
4:01
All firefighters assigned to a role that requires the use of  SCBA must place their second tag on the master accountability board beside their assigned role.
4:02
Accountability must write the time and the role firefighters are assigned in the space provided to the right of the firefighters tags.
4:03
Once firefighters are cleared from the area which requires the use of the SCBA they must report to accountability immediately to retrieve or their second tag.

4:04
If a firefighter has been reassigned to a another task requiring the use of a SCBA prior to changing there SCBA they must have there tag relocated but there time in must remain the same as their previous task.

6:00
Responsibility
6:01
It is the responsibility of all Firefighter’s involved in the emergency to ensure this guideline is adhered to in its entirety.

6:02
It is the responsibility of the Commander’s to ensure this guideline is adhered to in its entirety.

6:03
It is the responsibility of the incident commander to ensure that all equipment used during the call is replaced, cleaned, refueled as required to be ready for the next call.  Equipment that is damaged or lost will be documented on the call sheet and white board.  
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
