Purpose

1:01
To ensure that all fire department operations carried out around or near traffic are done so in a manner that reduces the risk to firefighters, allied agencies and civilians as well as reduce the impact on traffic flow.
2:00
Scope



2:01
This Guideline applies to all firefighters working with the South River Machar Fire Department.
3:00
Highways with Speeds Greater than 90 kmh
3:01
All emergency vehicles parked at the emergency scene must have their flashing red lights on.  Vehicles equipped with traffic directional lights should be utilized in addition to the flashing red emergency lights.
3:02
Firefighters shall not cross high speed traffic on foot, and should exit the vehicle whenever possible on the untraveled side of the apparatus.

3:03
A blocker vehicle must be positioned at least 30 meters away from the work area angled and with their wheels turned so that if hit they will not travel into the safe area. 
3:04
Traffic cones and stop and slow signs are not to be used as blockers for traffic, stop slow signs may only be used in areas protected by the blocker vehicle.  Traffic cones are only to be deployed to direct traffic around the blocker vehicle and the emergency scene and to identify the safe work area.
3:05
A safe working area must be extended a minimum of 1 lane of traffic around the incident, for example if a car requiring rescue operations occurs in the right lane of traffic then 2 lanes must be blocked while workers are present.  Incident Command is required to establish a safe work area and ensure that all work is being done within the designated safe area.
3:06
To reduce the amount of time traffic is delayed all non-emergency operations should be moved off the travelled portion of the road as soon as possible.

4:00
Highways with Speeds 90 kmh or Less
4:01
All emergency vehicles parked at the emergency scene must have their flashing red lights on.  Vehicles equipped with traffic directional lights should be utilized in addition to the flashing red emergency lights.

4:02
Firefighters shall not cross high speed traffic on foot, and should exit the vehicle whenever possible on the untraveled side of the apparatus.

4:03
A blocker vehicle should be positioned at least 30 meters away from the work area angled and with their wheels turned so that if hit   they will not travel into the safe area or approaching traffic.  If a blocker vehicle is not possible or practical firefighters can utilize traffic cones and stop slow signs to direct traffic around the emergency scene.
4:04
Firefighters performing traffic control utilizing stop and slow signs are not to be performing any other tasks.
4:05
A safe working area must be extended a minimum of 1 lane of traffic around the incident, for example if a car requiring rescue operations occurs in the right lane of traffic then 2 lanes must be blocked while workers are present.  Incident Command is required to establish a safe work area and ensure that all work is being done within the designated safe area.
4:06
To reduce the amount of time traffic is delayed all non-emergency operations should be moved off the travelled portion of the road as soon as possible.

Personal Protective Equipment
5:01
All firefighters directing traffic must wear high visibility traffic vest, helmet, bunker gear (coat optional) or fire department issued coveralls.
5:02
All traffic control radio communications should be carried out on a separate radio channel from the emergency operations channel to reduce the chance of miscommunication.

It is the responsibility of all Firefighter’s to ensure this guideline is adhered to in its entirety.

It is the responsibility of all Fire Officers to ensure this guideline is adhered to in its entirety.
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
