This guideline applies to all firefighting personnel and allied agencies working with
South River Machar Fire Department during the incident or training exercise.

Response

Initial responding firefighters should follow the direction of the Incident Commander and or departmental SOG’s for initial response assignments.
3:02
All personnel that are in a position that does not have an initial SOG responsibility and have not yet been assigned a duty by the Incident Commander must stage appropriately.
4:00
Staging
4:01
Initial staging for fire suppression operations will be at the rear of the attack pumper.
4:02
Initial staging for Motor Vehicle Accidents will be the protected side of Rescue 2, or the closest fire vehicle to the accident scene.
4:03
All other incidents the staging area will be the front of the first arriving fire vehicle.

5:00
Accountability
5:01
All staged firefighters must be tagged into the master accountability board utilizing 1 of their accountability tags.  The first tag should be placed on the vehicle tag.

5:02
All firefighters assigned to duties from the staging area must follow SOG 3:009 Personnel Accountability.

6:00
Responsibility
6:01
It is the responsibility of all Firefighter’s involved in the emergency or training exercise to ensure this guideline is followed in its entirety.

It is the responsibility of the Commander’s to ensure the guideline is adhered to in its entirety.
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
