To ensure that safe and efficient rescue operations are carried out during emergency responses and training exercises.

Scope

This guideline applies to all firefighting personnel and allied agencies working with
South River Machar Fire Department during the incident.

3:00
Procedure

3:01
Unit 5 will respond Towing Rescue 6 with a minimum of 4 firefighters. If Unit 5 is unavailable Rescue 2 may be used to tow Rescue 6.
3:02
Incident Command stays at access point with Unit 5 or other appropriate location for the command post.

3:03
3 Firefighters perform the rescue, 1 person will be assigned the role of Rescue 6 Command by the Incident Commander.

3:04
All Firefighters responding as part of the Rescue Team must be wearing a DOT approved helmet, seat belt, Bunker Gear or Coveralls unless otherwise directed by Incident Command.  Mustang floatation suits with a chest harness must be worn if ice travel is anticipated.
4:00
Communications
4:01
Communications for the rescue team operations should be on channel 2 Incident Command will use channel 2 to talk to rescue team and channel 1 while talking to base.

4:02
Incident command will communicate with Rescue Command, Dispatch and allied agencies on scene.  Will devise a plan with all available resources to facilitate the rescue operations as well as relay point to transfer the patient to ambulance service responding.

4:03
Rescue Command will Communicate with Incident Command and Firefighters they are assigned. 

5:00
Patient Care



5:01
Patient care will be completed by Firefighters assigned to Rescue 6 crew.

5:02
All firefighters performing patient care must wear appropriate personnel protective equipment such as medical exam gloves as required.

5:02
While patient is being transported by Rescue 6, the V-Vac Suction must be available and placed in a place the firefighter attending to the patient can access it quickly.

5:03
Patient care will include, but not limited to Spinal Immobilization, Oxygen Therapy, Airway Management, Defibrillation, Bleeding Control and Patient Assessment.  Patient Condition, mechanism of injury and environmental concerns will all dictate what patient care will be provided at the scene.

6:00
Responsibility

6:01
It is the responsibility of all Firefighter’s involved in the emergency to ensure this guideline is adhered to in its entirety.

6:02
It is the responsibility of the Commander’s to ensure this guideline is adhered to in its entirety.

6:03
It is the responsibility of the incident commander to ensure that all equipment used during the call is replaced, cleaned, refueled as required to be ready for the next call.  Equipment that is damaged or lost will be documented on the call sheet and white board.  
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
