To provide rapid response to medical emergencies where the Ambulance will be delayed and or they require additional assistance.

Scope



2:01
This Guideline applies to all firefighters working with the South River Machar Fire Department.
3:00
Procedure

3:01
Minimum of 4 Firefighters should respond to the emergency.
3:02
Incident Command enters the residence and documents First Aid being done, gathers patients medications.
3:03
Maximum of 3 firefighters will enter the residence unless otherwise directed by Incident Command.  2 Firefighters will perform first aid while the third will assume the role of Incident Command.
3:04
1 Firefighter will remain with fire apparatus and direct ambulance in upon there arrival and relay extra equipment into the residence as directed by Incident Command.

3:05
All firefighters attending to the patient must be wearing disposable gloves, safety foot wear and turn out pants minimum in cases where there is a suspected fever or protective cough masks shall be worn as well.  
3:06
Medical calls Firefighters will take in the portable oxygen bag (Flynn) and the defibrillator, trauma calls will include collars and the trauma kit as well.  This equipment is to be carried in with the firefighters when they make there first patient contact.  Additional equipment will be brought in as required.

Operational
4:01
Incident Command will establish radio communications with dispatch and provide an update on the patients condition as soon as feasible.
4:02
Dispatch will contact North Bay Ambulance Communication Center (705-474-7400) with patient update as soon as it is received by Incident Command. 

5:00
Patient Care



5:01
Patient care will be completed by 2 Firefighters assigned by Incident Command.

5:02
While on scene every effort will be made to maintain patient dignity.
5:03
Patient confidentiality is mandatory; Firefighters will not discuss the patient condition or any other events they encounter with any person outside of the Fire Department.  

5:04
Patient care will include, but not limited to Spinal Immobilization, Oxygen Therapy, Airway Management, Defibrillation, Bleeding Control and Patient Assessment.  Patient Condition, mechanism of injury and environmental concerns will all dictate what patient care will be provided at the scene.

6:00
Responsibility
6:01
It is the responsibility of all Firefighter’s involved in the emergency to ensure this guideline is adhered to in its entirety.

6:02
It is the responsibility of the Commander’s to ensure this guideline is adhered to in its entirety.

6:03
It is the responsibility of the incident commander to ensure that all equipment used during the call is replaced, cleaned, refueled as required to be ready for the next call.  Equipment that is damaged or lost will be documented on the call sheet and white board.  
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
