To allow firefighters to honor the wishes of VSA patients who’s current treatment plan does not call for cardiac or respiratory resuscitation when presented with a valid DNR Confirmation form.

Scope

This Guideline applies to all firefighters working with the South River Machar Fire Department.
3:00
Procedure

3:01
When a firefighter becomes aware of the existence of a DNRC Form, they will obtain the Form from the patient, family member or caregiver at the scene.
3:02
The firefighter will review it to ensure it is valid by the presence of the unique serial number and by the completion of all required fields, ie: patient’s name, a tick box has been checked to identify that one of the conditions has been met; a signature by physician or nurse; the date the form was signed. 
3:03
Perform a patient assessment and confirm the physical condition of patient.
3:04
Obtain information regarding patient’s medical history; D.O.B; age; address. 
3:05
If at any time the validity of the DNR is unsure firefighters will perform full resuscitation efforts.
4:00
Operational
4:01
Incident Command will establish radio communications with dispatch and provide an update on the patients condition and the presence of the valid DNRC Form and radio back the DNRC serial number to dispatch where possible.
4:02
Incident Command must ensure that a Medical Assist Report and include the DNRC Serial number on the report.

4:03
Firefighters must remain on scene with the patient until relieved by EMS or OPP.
5:00
Patient Care



5:01
Patient care will be completed by 2 Firefighters assigned by Incident Command.

5:02
While on scene every effort will be made to maintain patient dignity.
5:03
Patient confidentiality is mandatory; Firefighters will not discuss the patient condition or any other events they encounter with any person outside of the Fire Department.  

5:04
Patient care on patients with valid DNRC forms will include Oxygen Therapy, Spinal Immobilization, Bleeding Control but will not include Artificial Respirations, CPR or Defibrillation
6:00
Responsibility
6:01
It is the responsibility of all Firefighter’s involved in the emergency to ensure this guideline is adhered to in its entirety.

6:02
It is the responsibility of the Commander’s to ensure this guideline is adhered to in its entirety.

6:03
It is the responsibility of the incident commander to ensure that all equipment used during the call is replaced, cleaned, refueled as required to be ready for the next call.  Equipment that is damaged or lost will be documented on the call sheet and white board.  
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
